2. Objective/Benchmark

· Students will learn how to mix primary colors in order to form secondary

and intermediate colors. 

· Students will create and paint compass flower color wheels.

· Students will complete a basic color worksheet and pass a color quiz. 

3. Anticipatory Set

· Show students the interactive color wheel, http://thevirtualinstructor.com/interactivecolorwheel.html and explain it’s relevance in art.

· The Color Wheel (laminated) and posted in classroom for all to see. 

· “Creating of Wheel of Color” article. 
· “Basic Color Information” handout with this vocabulary:
Primary Colors: A set of three colors that can be mixed in combination with each other to create colors in the visible light spectrum. These colors are red, yellow and blue. 

Secondary Colors: Colors that are formed when two primary colors are mixed together. These colors are orange, violet and green. 

Intermediate Colors: Colors that are formed when one primary and one secondary color are mixed together. Some examples of these colors are yellow green, yellow orange and blue green.

Neutral Colors: Colors that are formed when you mix complementary colors. These colors look grayish or brown and are not found on the color wheel.

Hue: The variety a color has when you add different amounts of grey. 

Complementary Colors: Colors that are found across from each other on the color wheel. For example, blue and orange are complementary colors. 

Analogous colors: Colors found next to each other on the color wheel. 
Blending: The process of creating a gradation from one color to another or the process of adding one color to another. 

Color Pallet: The variety of colors that one is using for a work of art. 

Acrylic Paint: A type of paint that is comprised of plastics.

4. Input

a. Task Analysis  

(3 Days and Quiz time)

Day 1

PRESENTATION:  (20 minutes)

· “Basic Color Information” hand out distributed and completed as a teacher-lead class activity on overhead projector.  All students fill in  copies as teacher prompts class for answers. 

· Students will watch Youtube video, How to make a compass flower http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=FDQD-ejbG-4 

· The teacher will discuss with students the proper way to retrieve paint materials. When retrieving paint from the paint jugs, students should not aim the paint pumps toward themselves since the paint can possibly squirt out onto their clothes. 

· Students will squirt the paint onto cardboard strips for them to use as their paint pallet. Students should only take as much paint as they will need. The amount of paint a student should have should be no bigger than the size of a quarter. If students run out of paint they can always get more. 

· Each student should have a paintbrush, some paper towel and a can of water, all located at the sink.  

· Students will be given a 12”X12” piece of paper and a compass then will read the instructions on how to create the flower design for their color wheel. 

DEMONSTRATION:  (15 minutes)
· The teacher will demonstrate how to mix primary colors (RYB) into secondary colors (OVG).  Mixing two primary colors will create the secondary colors for the color wheel.  Mixing a primary and a secondary color will create intermediate colors.  See the teacher example in order to know where each color goes.  The primary, secondary and intermediate colors will all be located in the “pedals” of the color wheel “flower”. 

· In the background of the circle students will be instructed to gradate primary colors in order to form secondary and intermediate colors. Refer to Basic Color Information Handout and the teacher example in order to know where each color goes and what colors to mix together.

· Students will be shown how to mix colors on their color pallet so they may use them for their color wheel.

· Students will be shown how to blend colors on test strips of paper and drag their paintbrush along the paper in order not to damage the paintbrush bristles. The teacher will instruct the students on how to use various brushstrokes in order to blend colors. 

WORKSESSION:  (25 minutes)
· Students will first create their color wheel using a compass. They will have a set of instructions given to them by the teacher. The students will create a color wheel “flower” using a circle and fragments of circles. 

· Once the color wheel is created with a compass, the students will lightly pencil label the colors on parts of their color wheel.  Students to put their CW papers in class folder.

CLEAN UP:  (10 minutes)

Day 2

WORKSESSION:  (60 minutes) 
· Teacher review of color wheel painting project and check to see who needs help.

· Students will then gather their materials for painting their color wheel. Students may choose to put smocks on in order to keep their clothes clean and also place newspaper under their painting to keep paint off of the table. Students will begin painting the primary colors then paint the secondary and intermediate colors. Once all “pedals” of the “flower” are filled in, the students are recommended to create a couple of blending test strips. It is suggested for students to practice blending their primary colors together so that they do not mess up on their color wheel. 

· Once the students have had some experience blending they will begin gradating their primary colors between each “pedal” inside of the circle on their color wheel. 

· When everything inside of the circle is painted students will then paint their background. Students will create their background in the remaining space outside of the circle.  An intermediate color will be chosen by the student then he or she will be instructed to gradate the color from light (by adding white paint) to dark (by adding black paint).  Starting from one corner to an opposite corner. If the student shows some skill with blending they may be instructed to add another intermediate color to one of the corners and gradate it between light, dark and the first intermediate color. 

CLEAN UP: (10 minutes)

· Students will be instructed to clean their dirty paintbrushes with blue liquid clean in spray bottle located by the sinks in order for the paint to come out of the brushes. STUDENTS SHOULD NOT DUMP THEIR PAINTBRUSHES IN THE SINK.

· The student’s color wheels will be put into drying racks.

· Students will dump the dirty water out of their cups and place the cups by the sink. The cardboard color pallets will be thrown away.

· Blue spray by the sink will be used to wipe the paint off their tables with large sponges or paper towel.

Day 3

WORKSESSION: (60 minutes)
· Students should be finishing their color wheels; if they aren’t done they may work on them during some future class time.

· Teacher available to help students by circulating the room.

· The students color wheels will be put into drying racks.

· Color Crossword handed out as review before the Quiz given next class period.

      CLEAN UP:  (10 minutes)

Day 4 - Quiz
b. Thinking Levels

· Student recalls basic color information from worksheet

· Student recalls painting techniques learned through teacher demonstration

· Student keeps painting materials and area clean and protected

c. Learning Styles and/or Accommodations

· Students will be instructed how to create their paint pallet, protocol for pumping paint out of the paint canisters, proper brush washing techniques and cleanup.

· Students will be shown how to mix and blend colors on test sheets.

· In class teacher-made example to give the students an idea of what their assignment should look like.

5. Modeling

· Teacher review (by proximity in class room) of each color flower wheel. pencil design before student paints. 

· Individual student consultation as needed.

6. Check for Understanding

· Color theory application is evident.

· Student shows understanding of mixing to create non-primaries.

· Student shows understanding of brush techniques and proper clean up.

· Quiz given on day 4 beginning of class.

7. Guided Practice

· Student effectively executes a good compass color wheel design based on teacher demo and handout.

· Student maintains good craftsmanship when painting based on teacher demonstration.

8. Independent Practice

· Students demonstrate ability to follow directions.

· Students understand paint medium and it’s unique qualities.

· Students are responsible for keeping paint and materials areas clean. 

9. Closure

· Most successful projects will be saved and hung in the hall showcase.

10.  Reflection.

· Was the time allowed for the project completion sufficient or should it be    adjusted for the next time?

· Did the students use the time wisely?  Did they put forth expected effort and energy to the project?

· What changes can improve it?
