Neutral Color Wheel Lesson         Art and Design I – Color Theory Unit          Grade 9-12

1. Standards

2. Objective/Benchmark

· Students will apply their knowledge of complimentary color theory rules to create neutral colors.

· Students will mix acrylic color paint to make appropriate steps of color.

3. Anticipatory Set

4. Input

a. Task Analysis

1-2 Days

PRESENTATION: (10 minutes)

· Students will be given a handout with a neutral color wheel template printed on it and color worksheet.  The teacher will Q & A half the worksheet questions with students in class; the rest can be completed for homework.  Show Prezi on screen for class.

DEMONSTRATIONS: (10 minutes)

· The teacher will show the students the completed example of a neutral color wheel.

· The teacher will indicate where each color on the color wheel will be located. 

· The colors across from each other are complementary colors; they will be mixed together to form the neutral colors. 

· The six swatches located in the center of the wheel should all look similar in color.

· It is important to mix the secondary colors well or else the center portion of the color wheel may not turn out correctly. It will be difficult for students to determine how much paint to mix for every portion of the color wheel so they might want to practice on a separate sheet of paper. 

WORKSESSION: (40 minutes)

· Students will gather their materials and take them to their seat. They will first paint the primary and then secondary colors. Once this is completed they can move on to mixing the neutral colors.

· Students will take either a primary or a secondary color and mix it with the color across from it (complementary color). The student will add small amounts of the complementary color to fill in each of the spaces provided moving closer to center. The colors should look like they are gradually getting more brown/gray in the center of the color wheel. It may be easier to start with the lighter colors and add the darker complementary color to it.

CLEAN UP: (10 minutes)

· Students will be instructed to wash their dirty paintbrushes with the blue liquid in the spray bottle located by the sinks and return the brushes to the brush can.

STUDENTS SHOULD NOT DUMP THEIR PAINTBRUSHES IN THE SINK.

· The color wheels will be put into drying racks.

· Students will dump the dirty water out of their cups and place the cups by the sink. The cardboard color pallets will be thrown away.

· Blue spray detergent will be used to wipe the paint off their tables with sponges or paper towel.

· Teacher will make the decision to continue the assignment into next day or students can complete assignment during class free time if not completed today.

b. Thinking Levels

· Student understands color theory. 

· Student demonstrates knowledge by mixing colors accurately. 

c. Learning Styles and/or Accommodations

·    Worksheet to aid in color review

d. Methods and Materials

· Review project objectives with students

· Acrylic paint, brushes

· Copies needed for color wheel template and color worksheet

5. Modeling

· Teacher review of color mixing and accurate steps on the wheel, suggestions or improvements considered on individual basis.

6. Check for Understanding

· Discuss problems that many students have had to help others who are at the same point in their color wheel.

7. Guided Practice

· Teacher looks for correct colors, brushwork and craftsmanship. 

· Student applies the complimentary color theory. 

8. Independent Practice

· Students are responsible for keeping paint and materials areas clean. 

9. Closure

· Students place their color wheels on the drying rack.

10. Reflection

· Was the time allowed for the project completion sufficient or should it be    adjusted for the next time?

· Did the students use the time wisely?  Did they put forth expected effort and energy to the project?

· What changes can improve it?
