2. Objective/Benchmark

· Students will apply their knowledge of color theory and composition rules to              create a painting of a significant word or name.

· Students will consider a global issue that interests them.

· Students will create a minimum of 5 preliminary sketches of possible word designs.

· Students will create one significant word painting on a wood panel and exercising painting techniques based on their most successful sketch/design.

3. Anticipatory Set

· Composition review with student handout (content enhancement tool) and overhead projection

· 20 letter styles reference handout

· Teacher example of significant word painting shown

4. Input

a. Task Analysis

4 Days

Day 1

PRESENTATION/DEMONSTRATION: (15 minutes)

· Composition Frame handout distributed for teacher lead with student participation completion. (overhead projector)

· Teacher explains that each student will choose a significant word(s) that has meaning for him or her and relates to a broad, global issue. i.e. climate change, aids, endangered species, homelessness, terrorism. 

· Students will watch teacher demo and then draw their word on paper in a minimum of 4 different ways to create thumbnail sketches that reflect the message they wish to communicate. 

WORK SESSION: (45 minutes) 

· Students can use PC to search for an issue or create thumbnail designs (GIMP or Word programs).  

· Once the word is chosen and thumbnail sketches are completed, the students will have the option of choosing their best sketch to develop into a painted word and play with some color options with markers or colored pencils.

· The students must be conscious of their color choices. They may refer to the color theory unit to find colors that work well with each other. 

· The teacher may want to review the concepts of color theory with the students. The students are required to show contrast through the use of color.

· Teacher review of chosen words.

CLEAN UP TIME: (10 minutes)

·   Ideas and thumbnail designs can be worked on at home if desired.

Days 2-4

DEMONSTRATION: (10 minutes)

·   Teacher shows students how to transfer word design using a grid.

WORK SESSION: (45 minutes) 

· Students will have made a decision and complete sketches. 

· Students can make adjustments to their design based on teacher reviews from day 1.

· Students will begin by transferring their chosen design on to the primed board and proceed with painting their word.

CLEAN UP: (10 minutes)

· All materials are put away, including proper washing of brushes and all work areas, and projects stored in class folder. 

Days 3-4

·    Students to continue with painting until project is complete.

b. Thinking Levels

· Student recalls color theory knowledge. 

· Students understands letter styles differences.

· Students applies his or her own voice into their project. 

c. Learning Styles and/or Accommodations

· Graphic organizer provided for composition review.

· Students encouraged to use the PC to aid in creating their design. with MS Word or GIMP program.

d. Methods and Materials

· Review project objective with students

· Animoto video

· Thumbnail sketches - 8” X 10” paper, markers, colored pencils

· Final painting - 12” x 24” Wood board, primed

· Acrylic paint, brushes

· Copies needed - lettering styles and composition graphic organizer

5. Modeling

· Teacher review of thumbnail sketches for design suggestions or improvements. 

· Individual student consultation when needed.

6. Check for Understanding

· Is the word significant?  Does it relate to a large global issue?

· Composition and color theory application is evident

· Design is original and doesn’t resemble a common logo or symbol

· Lettering proportions are correct for chosen style

7. Guided Practice

· Student has thoughtfully considered a significant word with broad meaning.

· Student effectively executes a good sketch based on teacher demo.

· Student uses simple grid technique to transfer design based on teacher demo.

· Student maintains good craftsmanship when painting. 

8. Independent Practice

· Students design and create original word paintings based on knowledge of composition and color theories.

· Students can watch the news, read the newspaper or surf the web to find a significant issue and choose a word.

· Students are responsible for keeping paint and materials areas clean and cleaning up their areas. 

9. Closure

· 35 minutes of class time dedicated to class critique of each project and each student can briefly explain their word if they wish.

· Only constructive feedback is allowed

10. Reflection

· Was the time allowed for the project completion sufficient or should it be    adjusted for the next time?

· Did the students use the time wisely?  Did they put forth expected effort and energy to the project?

· What changes can improve it?

	Class time was not always used wisely, but student did do some additional work at home.

	Use of materials 
	Student typically keeps painting materials and area clean and protected without reminders. The student shows great respect for the materials and his fellow students. 
	Student typically adequately cleans materials and work area at the end of the session without reminder, but the area may be messy during the work session. Student shows respect for materials and fellow students. 
	Student adequately cleans and takes care of materials if reminded. Occasional spills and messy work area may be seen. Shows some respect for materials and fellow students. 
	Student deliberately misuses materials AND/OR does not adequately clean materials or area when reminded. Shows little respect for materials or fellow students. 
	  

	Critique
	Student shows understanding to other’s work and has constructive comments to contribute in class.
	Student shows some understanding to other’s work and has non-constructive comments to contribute in class.
	Student shows lack of understanding to other’s work and has non-constructive comments to contribute in class.

	Creativity 
	Student has taken the technique being studied and applied it in a way that is totally his/her own. The student's personality/voice comes through relating to a global issue. 
	Student has taken the technique being studied and has used source material as a starting place. The student's personality comes through in the project. 
	Student has copied some painting from the source material. There is little evidence of creativity, but the student has done the assignment.
